Pre-Doctoral Assignment Information

Faculty times are as follows in the pre-doc ortho clinic

Dr. Shanker – Monday 1:00 – 4:00

Dr. Firestone – Tuesday 8:30 -11:30

Dr. Wade – Tuesday – 1:00-4:30

Dr. Karpac – 1st and 3rd Fridays of the month 9:00 – 11:30

1)  We only have one chair available on Monday PM; due to this reason we will schedule only the appropriate number of appointments.   Diagnostic records and band/bond appointments should be scheduled at 1:00 for a 2-hour period, while adjustments, consults and other appointments will be scheduled for less time.

2)  All appointments are to be scheduled in Windent at least a week in advance to the date of that appointment.  You may schedule your pre-doc ortho patient with; Ms. Carol Holdren in room 1043A, or at the front desk in the Section of Ortho.  ALL appointments must be on Windent for you to have accountability for the appointment and to also make sure that appropriate charges are made.  The pre-doc ortho schedule book has been removed from the front desk to accommodate your accountability with your clinic directors through the use of Windent. 

3)  Payment for ortho diagnostic records is due when the records are taken. 

     Fees are as follows:  

     Panoramic Film (0330) = $58.00

     Cephalometric Film (0340) = $69.00

     Models (0470) = $37.00

     Photos (0350) = $21.00

    Usually diagnostic records needed for the treatment plan consists of a panoramic film, models and photos.  The total fee for these records is $116.00; payment for the ortho diagnostic records is due on the day records are taken. During the treatment planning that you will complete with the diagnostic records a fee for the orthodontic treatment will need to be established.  In order for the patient/parent to be prepared for payment, this information will need to be discussed with the patient/parent prior to the consultation appointment.  Usually separators are placed after the consultation appointment; this would be considered the start of orthodontic treatment.  If no separators are placed, when the appliance or brackets are placed is considered start of treatment and payment in full is required.  Fees are determined by the length and type of treatment.   If you have questions about the charges of diagnostic records or ortho treatment, please ask, we will be happy to assist you.    

4) Paperwork (daily activity form) or staff fulfilling the appointment on Windent on a specific day needs to be completed on the day treatment is rendered.  

5) Diagnosis and Treatment Planning must be completed 1 week prior to the consult date for your patient.  Typically, the models become available in 2 weeks from the date the impressions are taken.  Then the case should be worked up with the orthodontic resident that you took records with.  After completely analyzing the records and coming up with a treatment plan, an appointment with a pre-doc faculty should be made. This faculty-student meeting should take place at least one week prior to the consult appointment.  This enables the faculty/resident to ensure all the required records are available and treatment planning is complete.  Most of the time the fee for pre-doc ortho treatment will be determined after the treatment plan is complete.  The exceptions to this will be stated on the screening/evaluation form.
