Neoplastic WBC Disorders
Lymphoma=malignancy of cells native to lymphoid tissue (lymphocytes) 

Leukemia=malignant of cells native to bone marrow (spill into blood)

Hodgkin: presence of Reed-Sternberg cells w/ inflam infiltrate (common in youth/30)

· Reed-Sternberg cell=B lymph lg cell w/mirror image nuclei & prominent nucleoli

· Variable inflam cell background (lymphocytes, plasma cells, eosin)

· Arise in single lymph node or chain of nodes, contiguous spread w/in group

· Clinically enlarged, painless, superficial lymph node

· Prognosis based on stage & usually accompanied by fever

· Staging (at tumor burden & distribution in body)

· Low=localized w/o systemic sign (fever, wt loss); same side of diaphragm

· High=widespread, marrow/liver/spleen involved. Combo tx (chemo/radio)

· Subdivided on A (absence) or B (presence of fever, night sweats, wt loss)

· ↓ cell mediated immun, anemia, thrombocytopenia, leukemia from chemo

Non-Hodgkin: arise in lymph nodes or lymphoid tissue of solid organ 

· Capacity to spread to other nodes, solid organs, bone marrow, blood
